AMERICAN REVOLUTION ACTIVITY

Get into groups of two-four and complete the two projects below:

· Create an episodic organizer outlining how the increasing tension between Britain and its North American colonies over tax and trade laws resulted in colonial leaders justifying their independence using Enlightenment ideas.  Include in the organizer such ideas as the colonies thriving trade with Europe, Parliament passing the Navigation Acts, import taxes levied on the colonies, smuggling conducted by colonists to avoid trade restrictions, passage of the Stamp Act, and Thomas Jefferson’s use of Enlightenment ideas in writing the Declaration of Independence.

You are going to create boxes on your poster that outline some of the factors that led to the American Revolution.  Here is an example below:

Be creative, put pictures of your events on each box.  Put a small explanation of what was happening that led to the American Revolution on each box.

Here is a break down of some ideas you may want to include in your episodic organizer:

· French and Indian War (explain what the war was about) pg 74
· Tax Laws Passed by the British (Sugar Act, Quartering Act, Stamp Act, Tea Act, Townshend Acts, Currency Act etc) pgs, 74-79
· Trade Laws Passed by the British (Navigation Acts) what were some trade laws passed; how did these acts impact the colonists; how did they react pg, 66
· Mercantilism (what was mercantilism and how was it used on the colonies) pgs, 65-66

· Boston Tea Party (explain the events; how did Britain react to these events) pg, 83

· Coercive Acts (Intolerable Acts) pg 83-84
· First Continental Congress (what was this meeting about; Declaration of Rights and Grievances; what happened after the first meeting) pg 84
· Second Continental Congress (what was this meeting about; why did they have a second meeting; what happened after the second meeting; where did it take place pgs 86-87

· Oliver Branch Petition pg, 87
· Declaration of Independence (use of Enlightenment ideas) what Enlightenment ideas and which Enlightenment thinkers influenced the Declaration of Independence pgs, 68-69

· Declaration of Independence pg, 89
· American Revolution (briefly explain the events) pgs, 94-99

· Treaty of Paris (list the terms of the Treaty of Paris) pg, 99
