Drawing a Political Cartoon

An editorial cartoon, also known as a political cartoon, is an illustration or comic strip containing a political or social message that usually relates to current events or personalities.

Select an event relating to Britain’s relentless theories and policies that were put into place such as mercantilism (which were meant to increase their revenue and payoff their debt from the French and Indian War) or the new customs and taxes placed on the colonists.  
Draw a political cartoon that expresses a strongly held opinion of the colonists (relating to how they feel against some British policies such as: Sugar Act, Tea Act, Stamp Act, Townshend Acts, Declaratory Act, Currency Act, Coercive Acts, Intolerable Acts Quartering Act, Royal Proclamation Act etc.) 
(Look in Chapter 3 Sections 1-2 (pages 74-84) of your textbooks!!!!!)  Or Use the Internet to aid in your research.
Make sure you cite your sources in APA format!
