Sumner Global Advertising Agency

Introduction:  Well here you are, at it again!  Another grueling day at the office trying to do whatever it takes to get to the top at the advertising agency that you work for known as Sumner Global Advertising Agency.  Unfortunately, in this agency your team is always one step behind Ms. Ra-El’s team when it comes to creating innovative ideas in Global Advertising for tourism.  Mrs. Ra-El’s team is always the team winning the major achievement award of the company for “Best Ad of the Year”!  Well not this time.  The CEO of the company Mrs. Sumner has come to her employees with a new area to advertise, Egypt!  She is offering the team who has the best advertising for this area a bonus of $10,000 and a guaranteed spot for “Best Ad of the Year”!  This is what you have been waiting for.  No longer will you have to live in the shadow of Ms. Ra-El and her team of brown nosers.  But how will it be possible to create the most impressive ad in the agency when it comes to commercializing Egypt?  Especially when they just had a rebellion not too long ago and terrorism is still a threat to Americans?
The Task: You and your team of advertising agents are in competition to creating the best set of Ads or what Travel Agents call “Travel Packages” for tourism in Egypt in order to impress your “never satisfied” boss Mrs. Sumner.  These ads (travel package) must draw attention and be engaging in order to convince Americans in a “not so stable” economy to want to tour a not so stable Egypt.  Your task is to create the most innovate/engaging/ intriguing set of ads (travel package) to present to your CEO which will out compete all of the other agents in the company, especially the always victorious team of Mrs. Ra-El’s group.
Process:

1. Students will get into groups of 4 and decide which role will best suit their strengths.  Roles are as follows:
· Team leader/Timeline/Website Director: This team leader holds the valuable job of assisting the other team members with finding background information on what is going on in Egypt today and the ancient historical backgrounds of Egypt.  
· Students’ will be responsible for creating a timeline chart of how long each task should take for each team member in the group and managing the time it takes for each team mate to complete their assignment .
· Students’ will be responsible for recording the websites that are being used and citing these websites in APA format.
· Students ‘will be responsible for researching America’s current economic situation and Egypt’s current political/foreign policy situation.
· Student will also develop a website promoting the Egypt Tour
· Commercial Director: Commercial Director will create a commercial displaying the visual desire of Egypt and what it has to offer. (Director may want to focus on the ancient history of Egypt and the allure its culture has to offer) 
· Students’ will be using “Movie-maker” or the I-Macs to create the commercial
· Student will be providing a list of essential questions to cover and display in the commercial
· Student will be responsible for citing their sources
· Brochure Director: Brochure Director will develop a brochure listing the various sites and activities in which Egypt has to offer.  This brochure can go more into depth about the activities and the ancient history behind Egypt than can the commercial.  This part of the travel package is more visually informative in an in depth way.
· Students’ will be using “Microsoft Publisher” in order to make their brochures.
· Student will be providing a list of essential questions to cover and display in the brochure
· Student will be responsible for citing their sources
· Go to Microsoft Publisher

· Explain the significance of the pyramids

· Identify items that are placed in the pyramids

· Who were these pyramids built for?

· How long did it take to build these pyramids?

· Contact information

· Pictures that deal with pyramids in Egypt

· Be creative/have catchy phrases

· Billboard Director: Billboard Director will develop a “mock billboard” displaying an ad about tourism in Egypt.  This billboard should display reasons to tour in Egypt in a quick informative yet catchy way.
· Students will be provided a poster board to display their ad to the CEO
· Student will also be providing a list of essential questions to cover about Egypt and creatively display them on the billboard
· Student will also be responsible for citing their sources
2. Students’ will develop essential questions to be covered about Egypt both contemporary (What is going on now in Egypt) and historically (ancient Egypt).
3. Students will begin researching information about Egypt both contemporary and historically. 
4. Student will display their information (conveying their essential questions about Egypt/ancient Egypt) in the way described by their chosen role in the group.
5. Student will display their sources will placing them in APA format
6. Students’ will present their travel package to the class.

1. Book Example: 

Authors Last Name, Authors First Initial. (Date Book was written). Title of the Book. Publishing Company: Place it was published.

2. Internet Example:

Authors Last Name, Authors First Initial. (Date of the Website). Title of the Website. Retrieved (when did you find this article) from (copy and paste the url address)

Evaluation: Your evaluation will include both your individual work and your collaborative work with your team.

4. What is the majority ethnicity in Egypt today?  Why?
5. Explain the significance of the pyramids
6. How did the pyramids reflect the Egyptian belief in the afterlife?
7. Who were these great pyramids built for?
8. How were these pyramids built? (What are the different theories behind the  

    process?)
9. What items were left in these pyramids?
10.  Describe the process of mummification and why it was important.
11. Compare the modern process of embalming with the Egyptian method for 

    preserving the body.
12. Why is embalming or preserving the body often a part of our rituals during 

    death and funerals.  Why is it so important to the Egyptians?
