· How is perception related to your topic?

· How is stereotyping related to your topic?

· How do people get past stereotyping when it comes to your topic?
· Are there any powerful groups that have been created whom are either for or against your topic?

· Explain what discrimination is.
· Display a visual of the stereotype/perception in action (newspaper article, magazine, commercial etc)

2. Summarized historical information from your paper

3. Citation in your power-point

4. Work Cited Page (APA format)
